FAFSA
Free Application For Federal Student Aid.  This is used for all federal and state student grants, work study, and loans.  This form can be accessed from www.FAFSA.ed.gov.  You should never have to pay anything to apply with this form.  Customer service web site is 1-800-4-fed-aid. 
Idaho Minority and At-Risk Student Scholarship
Students are selected on the basis of academic merit and financial need.  This form can be accessed from www.FAFSA.ed.gov  Contact the financial aid office at the college or university you plan to attend for further information.  .  

Idaho Promise Scholarship
If you have a 3.0 grade point average or better or have an ACT score of 20 or better and are planning on attending an Idaho school as a full time student you will receive this scholarship.  Some schools require a separate application for scholarships.  Check with the school!!!  

WUE/Western Undergraduate Exchange

Governor’s Cup

Deadline: January 15, 2010
The Idaho Governor’s Cup Scholarship provides approximately 12 awards to Idaho high school seniors planning to attend an Idaho college or university. The number of awards is conditional on the availability of funds.  Awards will be available to scholars pursuing academic and professional-technical education.  The $3,000 award is renewable for up to four years for academic scholars, and for the term of the chosen program, up to three years, for professional- technical students.

To qualify for the scholarship, a student must meet All of the following criteria:

· Be a resident of Idaho

· Be a graduating senior of an Idaho high school

· Enroll as a full-time student in an academic or technical program at an Idaho college or university (and take the ACT or SAT if you are enrolling in an academic program)

· Have a cumulative GPA of 2.8 or above

· High consideration for selection will be based on a demonstrated commitment to public service.

Documentation of volunteer work, leadership, and public service is required.

Robert R. Lee Promise Category A Scholarship

The Robert R. Lee Promise Category A Scholarship provides approximately 25 new scholarships each year to academic scholars and professional-technical students.  The award is $3,000 per year, renewable up to four years for academic programs and for the term of the professional-technical program, up to three years.

Category A Eligibility:

To qualify for the scholarship, a student must meet all for the following criteria:

· Be an Idaho resident

· Effective for the 2007-2008 academic year, be a graduating senior of an Idaho high school or its equivalent.

· Enroll as a full-time student in an academic or professional-technical program at an eligible Idaho college or university

Academic applicant must also:

· Have a cumulative GPA of 3.5 or above and an ACT score of 28 or above

· Enroll as a full-time student in an academic program at an eligible Idaho college or university.  For a list of eligible majors please see the Higher Education in Idaho 200 publication (pages 34-35)

Professional-technical applicants must also:

· Earn a cumulative GPA of 2.8 or above and take the COMPASS test (reading, writing and algebra scores required.

· Enroll as a full-time student in a professional-technical program at an eligible Idaho college of university.  For a list of eligible programs please see the Higher Education in Idaho 2008 publication (page 40-41)

This scholarship is a federally funded program awarded on the basis of merit.  Its availability is contingent upon continued funding. Amount of Award:  Up to $1,500 per year, renewable for up to four year.

To qualify for this award, you must:

· Be a resident of Idaho.

· Be a graduating senior of an accredited Idaho high school or have received the recognized equivalent of a high school diploma.

· Be a U.S. citizen or national of the United Stares or have evidence form the U.S. Immigration and Naturalization Service that the applicant is in the United States for other than a temporary purpose.

· Apply of be accepted for enrollment at an institution of higher education.

· Be able to certify that the applicant is not ineligible to receive assistance as a result of default on a Federal student loan or other obligation.

· File with the school that he or she plans to attend, a Statement of Selective Service Registration Status.  A student attending a military academy is ineligible to receive a Byrd scholarship.

· Enroll as a full-time student in an eligible public or private postsecondary educational institution.

· Attend the first semester of college following high school graduation.
